Scholarship Program Residency Requirement 

The intent of this scholarship program is to provide support for prospective teachers of mathematics who 

are Michigan residents and are attending Michigan colleges or universities. In general, a person who qualifies as a Michigan resident for tuition purposes at a state college or university will be classified as a Michigan resident in this scholarship program.

Most of these residency policies require a student to have physically resided in Michigan continuously for 

a period of six months to one year prior to the first day of classes of the semester for which resident 

status is being sought.  It should be noted that legal residence in Michigan, as defined by the Michigan Secretary of State and the Attorney General, does not in itself constitute justification for classifying a student as a Michigan resident for tuition purposes at a state college or university. The criteria used to determine residency for this scholarship program will be compliance/consistency with existing residency policies at State of Michigan colleges and universities.
